The aim of BGS+ SAP is to provide opportunities for all players to participate in SAP gala days and be 
exposed to an advanced level training. Grading and squad selection by our coaches to place players at 
the appropriate level for the development is key in ensuring all players get the most out of their SAP 
experience. 

BGS+ SAP players in our advanced teams aged 12 to 13 are aiming for positions in the FV Talent 
Identification and Development Centres (TIDC). Players who make the TIDC squad are in the talent pool 
to be picked for the Victorian State Team as well as the A-League clubs who scout at these sessions.
